Need to create a task force for updating Charter, to be discussed at another meeting. 
Terrance mentioned creating a Blackboard environment for “space.” 
Professor Nguyen mentioned that we should do a brochure to explain the Senate to new faculty. We discussed our experiences as new faculty.
Mr. Brown suggested more collaboration with Committees. And clarity about who has the power to make decisions.
President Herrera would like more transparency in terms of the budget.

Professor Lewis would like to know what other colleges have in terms of support and space. And how things run elsewhere. Interested in some research on this information. Professor Ialongo will ask other Senate Presidents what is happening at their colleges. 
Professor Ialongo mentioned that we may be lacking representation at the UFS and we need to look into this in the future.
Professor mentioned that we have a positive reputation and we should not look elsewhere. Professor Ialongo explained that we just need context.
Professor Kennis will approach other colleges as Chair of Election Committee and as a member of SEC. 

Professor Nguyen found lots of information on the web about other colleges. She will look into resources, including space, that other colleges have.
