	Chairperson Ialongo personally checked in with the Hostos cafeteria to ascertain the status of food labeling. In compliance with NYC law, there was a statement about potential allergens, but it was not visibly displayed.
Chairperson Ialongo met with SVP Rodriguez-Chardavoyne who noted that individual complaints have come her way, which the Chairperson recognized was out of place and invited the SVP to send complaints his way. The need for stronger efforts to disseminate information regarding ingredients and allergens was raised, especially in light of the food labeling resolution that passed at Senate.

Solution: Information will be posted on large-sized posters in visible places. On top of sneeze guard, there will be statements that say:

“Please ask your server about dietary concerns.”

April meeting with SVP Rodriguez-Chardavoyne was educational and continues to promote stronger transparency and knowledge about the college budget process.
