	College-Wide Personnel & Budget (P&B) Election; someone going on sabbatical

College-Wide Personnel & Budget (P&B) Rule on Elections – One (1) semester appointment on Interim-basis
	Charter of Governance states that three (3) ‘unexcused absences’ constitutes the possibility of removal from office.

No reference to an attendance policy within the P& B Charter

Chairman Ialongo presented the rationale for expediting replacements to outstanding vacancies by allowing appointments for vacancies for one (1) semester on an interim-basis.

Election Chairman James Kennis raised concerns on the establishment of such action creating a precedent for future elections.

Vice-Chair Tram Nyugen

stated that such action would require public disclosure as well.

Chairman Ialongo reiterated that “not having a full constitution of College-Wide P&B members is a ‘disenfranchisement’.

Professor Catherine Lewis recommended that any consequential Policy Memorandum created should be placed online.


	Chairman Ialongo brought the matter to the college’s Legal Office, whom states that it is okay remain on a Committee while on sabbatical, so long as the individual satisfies any attendance requirements

Chairman Ialongo will follow-up with the Provost/Office of Academic Affairs and the college’s Legal Office

	CWCC Chairperson Sandy Figueroa presented the Curricular [Voting] Items to the Senate Executive Committee:

a. Office Technology Program Revision

b. MAT 15 Course Revision

c. ENV 100 Pathways Submission

Professor Figueroa was unable to provide the CWCC vote totals for the Curricular Items; however, she stated that no items presented created any “controversy”, and should be “uneventful” when presented at the College-Wide Senate.

	Meeting of the College-Wide Senate Standing Committee Chairs
	Chairman Ialongo invited the Student Government Association (SGA) President to join him in meeting with the College-Wide Senate Standing Committee Chairs.
Chairman Ialongo stated that the intent to do so some “fact-finding” as to what is “missing” that could be of benefit to the respective committee’s charge/mission.
Chairman Ialongo stated that the meeting is to be “open-ended”; whereas, there is no set Agenda, and an invitation was forwarded to the respective CWS Committee Chairs to provide suggestion to him in advance of the meeting.

Professor Macri stated that the CWS Standing Committee meetings must be more effective; whereas, Committee Chairs must emphasize the importance of the Committee’s charge and attendance requirements.

Chairman Ialongo recommended that Committee Chairs should be contacted in advance as to any membership changes by the Committee-on-Committees.


	Recommendations:

b. Committee-on-Committees to document on letterhead the charge of the respective committee and the responsibilities of the committee members.

c. Committee Chairs should inform the members of their respective Committee’s charge.

d. Move the discussion of quorum to the end of the Committee-on-Committee meeting.

e. Notification of the end of term Committee Reports at the upcoming College-Wide Senate meeting.

f. Encourage Committee Chairs that have not already presented to present at least one (1) oral report to the College-Wide Senate.

Professor Macri stated that she will be presenting the Institutional Research Committee Report at the March 2019 College-Wide Senate meeting. Add Professor Macri to the CWS Agenda under Reports of the Senate Standing Committees.
