· Chairman Ialongo announced that over the past month, he has visited the various Standing Committees of the Senate to provide any necessary guidance on their respective charge during the certification process.
· Chairman Ialongo further stated that [currently] the Academic Standard Committee charge orders are under review. 
· The Chair also stated that the each committee will receive a copy of the latest Robert’s Rules of Order Newly Revised In Brief.
· Chairman Ialongo provided a status report on the proposed Amendments to the Hostos Charter of Governance.
· In said regard, the Chair asked the HCC Paralegal, Mr. Rafael Torres as to whether any needed follow-up and/or documentation is required by CUNY Central in regards to the proposed amendments to the Hostos Charter of Governance; to which the response by Mr. Torres was that the respective College-Wide Senate (CWS) Minutes that includes the approved amendments to the Hostos Charter of Governance [was] needed by CUNY Central.
· Mr. Torres further asserted that said CWS Minutes was received by his office and subsequently forwarded to CUNY Central as part of the approval process.
· Lastly, Chairman Ialongo updated the Senate on the status of the College-Wide Senate website, to which he yielded the floor to the webpage Administrator Professor Catherine Lewis.

· Many students are unaware of the March commencement ceremony due to no prior notice.

· Many students will be unable to attend due to scheduling conflicts; including, but not limited to mid-term examinations, etc.

· Many students’ family will be unable to attend due to scheduling conflicts and/or late notification.

· Many students’ family will be adversely impacted due to already making arrangements to attend what they were previously informed was to be a late May or early June commencement; which has been the practice of late.

University Faculty Senate (UFS) Report

UFS Report for December 5, 2017 Plenary Session

I. [We] had one (1) invited guest, Chancellor Milliken. 

a. Chancellor Milliken focused on the positive role CUNY plays in our society with respect to upward social mobility.  

i. He discussed some of the positive comments that had been made about CUNY at some of the meetings he had recently attended.  

ii. He also mentioned there was a recently published Wall Street Journal article as well as a recent NY Times article entitled “Lost Einsteins” that addresses some of these same ideas about the role universities such as CUNY provide to our society. 

b. The Chancellor took several questions, including a question about the Research Foundation (RF).  

i. He mentioned that a survey will be out shortly regarding the functioning of the RF.  

· He acknowledged that the RF should function better than it does currently.  

ii. In response to another question, he spoke of the new Vice Chancellor for Academic Advancement, whose mission it will be to secure more private money for the university such as from private philanthropies.  

· He felt that “we leave a lot of money on the table.”

II. UFS Chair, Prof. K. Conway reported to us: 

a. The NYS Inspector General work was still ongoing.

b. At a recent Faculty Governance Leadership (FGL) meeting, there was a focus on faculty mentoring.

c. [We] are working with SUNY counterparts to improve communications and together, drafting a statement regarding contingent faculty 

d. With respect to shared governance, some campuses do better than others.

i. A rubric is being developed and will be shared when ready.
