	Mandated by the Charter of Governance, the Hostos Elections Committee runs the elections for the College Senate as detailed in the Hostos Elections Manual and also as dictated/necessary from the Legal Office and/or the Senate Executive Committee.  The Hostos Elections Committee is also responsible for recommending procedures for elections pertaining to the Senate that are not outlined in the Charter of Governance and to implement those procedures approved by the Hostos Senate.
This academic year, Fall 2018 thru Spring 2019, the committee has run the following elections:

1) Finished (from Spring 2018) At-large P&B Election Round 4

2) Adjunct Senate Election

3) Adjunct UFS Election

4) Full time At-large Senate Election

5) Full time UFS Election

6) Gittleson Election
Each of these elections requires multiple collaboration/meetings with members of the SEC, the President’s Legal Office, and the IT Office; furthermore, each election requires the official vote count and many elections go multiple rounds.
The committee is also revising the current Election’s Manual to include, among many things, electronic elections and voting.
