	Acceptance of Agenda

	Last Weds, Council of Presidents and Deans of CUNY met about the potential of extending the Spring CR/NC option. 
President De Filippis lobbied to have latitude about grading policy. A memo was issued by the Chancellor’s office on Dec. 6 to extend the Board-Approved Spring policy to Fall 2020, with a deadline of January to identify if they want to opt into the CR/NC.
Colleges have the choice to attest to the options below:
A. Allow use of CR/NC for all courses

B. Allow use of CR/NC for all courses except for which the college will designate as excluded (list to be submitted to CUNY Central)

C. Will not allow use CR/NC but will expand access to the College’s existing flexible grading policy.

President Cocco de Filippis is invested in consulting with all constituents, has dialogued with SVP, Provost, CWP&B, SGA, and now SEC.
SVP is working with Dean Gomez to ensure that advisors, counsellors, and faculty can adequately inform students.

25% CUNY-wide chose CR/NC; 30% at Hostos. Presidents across CUNY are concerned about three semesters down the road, students transferring to 4-years institutions will have no credits.

	Dental Hygiene students will not be allowed into the program if they opt into the CR/NC.
Sensitive to the struggles endured by students and still invested in the skills.
What programs would be exempted from the CR/NC?
We all remember that students are enduring enormous strains.
Option B covers our mission as a college, protects faculty prerogatives, and recognizes student realities.
SGA: working on a long-term solutions. Concerned about the lack of knowledge from the Spring about the CR/NC option. Option B sounds reasonable, but we need a better system to help students to pass the classes. Urges student consultation during creation of departmental exemptions and continued work on supporting students to succeed.  
Retention has risen in Fall because of all the work to reach students across SDEM, OAA, SSCU, ASAP, College Discovery and many other units.

Provost Drago commented that the majority of faculty support option B.


	Departments will make the determination about CR/NC. Department that don’t have to go through state or accreditation should be firmly situated in their beliefs and act as they see fit.
