The Dean's List is a distinct academic award bestowed on
students who earned a GPA above 3.5 while taking a minimum
of 12 academic credits each semester for two consecutive
semesters. These students did not have any withdrawals,
repeats, incompletes, D, or F grades.

Convocation. This recognition is pending final review.

The Scholastic Achievement Award is earned by students who
graduate with a cumulative grade point average of 3.7 or
higher. Traditionally, these students are recognized with gold
stoles which are bestowed during the Honors Convocation
ceremony and worn by the honorees during the college's
commencement (graduation) ceremony. Official recognition is
pending review of final grades.
